Christians believe that after Jesus returned to be with God
the Father, he sent the Holy Spirit at Pentecost to help the
Church to make Jesus' invisible Kingdom visible by living
lives that reflect the love of God.

Christians celebrate Pentecost as the beginning of the
Church.
